ULearning Skillnet are pleased to be able to offer a limited number of free places for unemployed students interested in 
one of our listed courses.   
 
Skillnets training programmes which include unemployed trainees are part of a scheme agreed with the Department of 
Social and Family affairs. 
 
New one year part-time Specialist Diploma announced by NUI Galway  

 
A new one year part-time Specialist Diploma in Form & Function of the Human Body will start in NUI Galway in 
September 2010. 

 
The modular programme in Science & Technology Studies is an interdisciplinary course which offers awards at 

Diploma, Specialist Diploma and Degree level. 
 
The Specialist Diplomas are one year, part-time courses, delivered by blended learning (minor award at Honours 
Bachelors level, NFQ level 8). They are especially suitable for employees requiring medium-term, up-skilling for career 
advancement; for re-skilling to move into new areas; or for those interested in focussed study in a subject of personal 
or topical interest. 
 
Each Specialist Diploma consists of four modules and a related project as follows: 
 

1. Environmental Sustainability (awarded by NUI Galway): Environmental Management Systems, 

Environmental Impact Assessment, Sustainable Energy, Design for Environment, Project 

2. Medical Device Science (awarded by NUI Galway): Human Anatomy & Physiology, Biocompatibility & Device 

Design, Mechanics of Solids, Medical Device Science, Project 

3. Form & Function of the Human Body (awarded by NUI Galway): Human Anatomy & Physiology, 

Biocompatibility & Device Design, Cell Biology, Immunology & Human Therapeutics, Project

MSc Healthcare Operations Improvement (Postgraduate)  
 
The University of Limerick are offering a Masters in Lean Healthcare which is a two year part time Masters and it may 
also be taken as a follow on from the Specialist Diploma in Lean Healthcare.  
 
The programme is concerned with the patient trajectory through the healthcare system.  During the course Participants 
will learn and apply patient-centered, systems and process thinking to drive improvement in the  
non-clinical aspects of the patient trajectory.  The focus of application is on generating improvement with measurable 
results within the healthcare organisations. The programme addresses healthcare systems operations along with 
leadership and change management skills and IT support systems.   
 
A practical project will form a key element of the programme, ensuring the integration of the various concepts in the 
participants’ workplace. This project will need to result in significant improvements for participating healthcare units.
